Pursuant to Section 1105 of the Companies Act 2014 and Regulation 14 of the Companies Act 1990 (Uncertificated Securities)
Regulations 1996, entitlement to attend and vote at the meeting and the number of votes which may be cast thereat will be
determined by reference to the Register of Members of the Company at close of business on 28 April 2020 or in the case of an
adjournment as at 48 hours before the time of the adjourned meeting. Changes to entries on the Register of Members after
that time shall be disregarded in determining the rights of any person to attend and vote at the meeting.

In the case of joint holders the vote of the senior who tenders a vote whether in person or by proxy shall be accepted to the
exclusion of the votes of the other joint holders and for this purpose seniority shall be determined by the order in which the
names stand in the register of members in respect of the joint holding.

The completion and return of the Form of Proxy (or the submission of proxy instructions electronically) will not preclude a
member from attending the meeting and voting in person.
