The purpose of the re-purchase is to ensure delivery of shares in accordance with the
Incentive Programs as well as to cover any social costs due to Co-worker LTIP 2022 and
Co-worker LTIP 2024. The class C shares do not entitle to dividends and each share
entitles to 1/10 voting right.
