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BULLETIN FROM ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF SKISTAR AB

At SkiStar AB (publ)’s annual general meeting, held in Sédlen on 14 December 2024, the following
decisions were made.

e Adividend of SEK 2.80 per share was adopted. Record day 17 December 2024.

e Lena Apler, Fredrik Paulsson, Gunilla Rudebjer, Anders Sundstrém, Anders Svensson and
Carina Akerstrom were re-elected to the board and Bent Oustad was elected as new board
member.

e Anders Sundstrom was re-elected chairman of the board.

e Board fees, including committee fees, were raised to a total of SEK 2,990,000 (2023: SEK
2,890,000). The fees shall be distributed as follows: SEK 695,000 (670,000) to the chairman of
the board and SEK 322,000 (310,000) each to the other non-executive directors. Audit
committee members will receive total fees of SEK 248,000 (240,000), distributed as follows:
SEK 124,000 (120,000) to the committee chairman and SEK 62,000 (60,000) to each of the
other two members. Remuneration committee members will receive total fees of SEK 124,000
(120,000), distributed as follows: SEK 62,000 (60,000) to the chairman and SEK 31,000 (30,000)
to each of the other two members.

e The parent company income statement and balance sheet, and consolidated income
statement and balance sheet for the 2023/24 financial year were adopted.

e Board members and the CEO were discharged from liability for the 2023/24 financial year.

e Deloitte AB was re-elected as auditor for a period of one year. Kent Akerlund remains chief
auditor. Auditor's fees are paid on an approved current account basis.

e The board of directors’ remuneration report for 2023/24 and guidelines for remuneration to
senior management were approved.

e The board was authorized to decide on issues of new class B shares with or without deviation
from shareholders’ preferential rights. Decision pursuant to the authorisation may not result
in a new issuance of shares exceeding ten (10) percent of all shares in the company at the time
of the AGM's decision on the authorisation.

e The board was authorized to make decisions on the purchase and transfer of the company’s
own shares on one or more occasions before the next AGM. Purchases must be conducted in
a regulated market or in accordance with a purchase offer. The repurchases and sale of own
shares only applies to class B shares.

All AGM resolutions were made in accordance with the proposals that were made available to
shareholders prior to the AGM.
