Verdict disputes committee PostNL and pension funds
3 December 2012, The Hague – The disputes committee has decided in the case between PostNL and the pension funds about the necessity of top up payments to supplement the coverage deficit. The disputes committee has ruled in favour of the pension funds. The disputes committee rules that top up payments are necessary already, regardless of the question if the pension funds can also recover in time without top up payments. The verdict entails payment of € 84 million by PostNL. In case PostNL would appeal, payment of an additional claim of € 49 million would be suspended. 
PostNL is studying the verdict of the disputes committee and will decide later if it will appeal the verdict. PostNL will start further consultation with the pension funds because it aims to continue the cooperation. This is in the interest of all parties concerned.

By the end of the third quarter 2012, the coverage ratio of the main pension fund was 102.2%, including the top up payments considered receivable from PostNL. This is below the minimum requirement of 104.1%.

Reduction of the pension costs and the risk of additional top up payments remain important for PostNL. In addition to consultations with the pension funds, PostNL is also in negotiations with the trade unions.
