Grandmaster has entered into a letter of intention to acquire all of the shares of BuyBroadway Online Inc., (BuyBroadway!) in exchange for 200,000 shares of Grandmaster.  BuyBroadway will become a wholly owned subsidiary of Grandmaster.  Grandmaster and BuyBroadway had previously been joint venture partners.





BuyBroadway! (http://www.BuyBroadway.com) is one of the largest live entertainment web sites on the Internet today.  The site is focussed on international audience development delivering compelling reasons for audiences to purchase theatre tickets, merchandise and services online.





Grandmaster President Michael Mandell stated "BuyBroadway! is a strategic acquisition for Grandmaster, as it fits perfectly in our growth strategy, which is based on Content, Community and Commerce.  BuyBroadway! achieves Content through social entertainment, Communities are built around like interests and Commerce is enabled using Grandmaster's commerce server to realize revenues for BuyBroadway!."





Currently managing the official sites for live entertainment productions such as Titanic, The King and I, Annie, A Funny Thing Happened on the Way to the Forum, Big, Peter Pan, Triumph of Love, Scotland the Brave and Damn Yankees, BuyBroadway! is a virtual sales and marketing supplement for these productions.





BuyBroadway! also delivers services to the live entertainment community at large, including, for example, the management of the sites of The Drama Desk Awards, Camp Broadway, Music Theater International, InTheater Magazine, Theater Talk, ShowTrans and Curtain Call web sites.  These sites offer all users worldwide an opportunity to join in on the excitement of live theater, while providing each BuyBroadway! client with a customized online marketing program.





BuyBroadway! builds and develops virtual communities of similarly minded international consumers, by delivering newsgroups for specific shows and topics, delivering live chats with stars and high profile celebrities, producing live event television style "webcasts" of opening nights and major events, effecting online contests as well as building a one-stop live entertainment "mall".





The BuyBroadway! subsidiary of Grandmaster  will be managed by Mr. Ed Shapero, who will serve as CEO and Mr. Toby Simkin who will remain as President & COO.  Each of Mr. Shapero and Mr. Simkin have agreed to enter into executive service agreements with BuyBroadway! pursuant to which part of their compensation is tied to performance.  Mr. Shapero is an experienced and highly regarded Broadway producer and financier who originally came from the high tech industry.  Mr. Simkin has over 8 years experience developing marketing initiatives on the Internet, and originally came from over 18 years experience in the professional theatrical industry internationally.  Mr. Simkin was previously North American Marketing Integration Manager for Microsoft.





Grandmaster's purchase of BuyBroadway is subject to certain conditions precedent and the approval of the necessary regulatory authorities.
