
Notes
1.	A member entitled to attend and vote at the 

AGM is also entitled to appoint one or more 
proxies to attend, speak and vote instead of him 
at the AGM. A member of the Company may 
appoint more than one proxy, provided that 
each proxy is appointed to execute the rights 
attached to a different share or shares. The 
proxy need not be a member of the Company 
but must attend the meeting to represent you.

2.	To appoint a proxy of a member’s own choice, 
other than the Chairman of the meeting, insert 
the proxy’s name on this form of proxy in the 
space provided. Please note if no name is 
inserted in the box, the Chairman of the 
meeting will be deemed to be your proxy. If the 
appointing shareholder is a corporation this 
proxy must be under its common seal, if any, 
and if none, under the hand of an officer or 
attorney duly authorised.

3.	To appoint more than one proxy an additional 
form(s) of proxy may be obtained by contacting 
the Company’s Registrars at the address in 
note 6 or by telephone in the case of UK 
shareholders on 0371 384 2495 (overseas 
shareholders should call +44 (0)121 415 7047).

A vote 
withheld is not a vote in law and will not be 
counted in the calculation of the proportion of 
votes for and against a resolution. If no voting 

indication is given your proxy may exercise their 
discretion as to whether, and if so how, they 
vote. The proxy may also vote, or abstain from 
voting, as he thinks fit on any other business 
which may properly come before the meeting.

6.	To be effective, the instrument(s) appointing 
a proxy and (if required by the Directors) a 
power of attorney or other authority under 
which it is executed (or a copy of it notarially 
certified or certified in some other way 
approved by the directors) must be signed, 
dated and deposited at the Company’s 
Registrars, Equiniti, Aspect House, Spencer 
Road, Lancing, West Sussex BN99 6DA, by no 
later than 11:30am on 13 April 2018 (or, in the 
event of any adjournment, 48 hours (excluding 
non-working days) before the time of the 
adjourned meeting). Completion and return of 
the form(s) of proxy will not preclude members 
from attending and voting in person at the 
AGM if they wish, at which point your proxy 
appointment will automatically be terminated.
