1. INTRODUCTION

The purpose of this circular is to seek your approval of resolutions to grant a general mandate
to the Directors to repurchase the Shares representing up to a maximum of 10% of the existing issued
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share capital of the Company at the date of passing the resolution, to grant a general mandate to the
Directors to issue new Shares up to a maximum of 20% of the issued share capital of the Company
at the date of passing of the resolution and to increase the number of Shares which the Directors may
issue under their general mandate to issue new Shares by the number of Shares repurchased.
Resolutions will also be proposed to re-elect the retiring Directors and to re-appoint the auditors of
the Company in accordance with the Articles of Association.

A resolution will be proposed at the Annual General Meeting for the grant of the Issue Mandate

As at the Latest Practicable Date, a total of 800,000,000 Shares were in issue. Subject to the
passing of the proposed resolution granting the Issue Mandate to the Directors and on the basis that

APPENDIX I EXPLANATORY STATEMENT

The appendix serves as an explanatory statement as required by Rule 10.06(1)(b) of the Listing
Rules, which is required to be sent to the Shareholders under the Share Buy Back Rules in connection

with the Repurchase Mandate.

1. LISTING RULES

The Listing Rules permit companies with a primary listing on the Stock Exchange to purchase

their securities subject to certain restrictions.

The Listing Rules provide that all proposed repurchases of shares by a company with a primary
listing on the Stock Exchange must be approved by shareholders in advance by an ordinary resolution
in a general meeting, either by way of a general mandate or by a specific approval of a particular

transaction and that the shares to be repurchased must be fully paid up.

2. REASONS FOR REPURCHASE

The Directors believe that the Repurchase Mandate is in the best interests of the Company and
its Shareholders for the Directors to have a general authority from the Shareholders to enable the
Company to repurchase Shares in the market.

such powers, be and the same is hereby generally and unconditionally approved;

(bb) “Rights Issue” means an offer of shares in the share capital of the Company or
an offer or issue of warrants or options or similar instruments to subscribe for
shares in the share capital of the Company open for a period fixed by the
Directors to holders of shares whose names appear on the register of members
of the Company on a fixed record date in proportion to their then holdings of
such shares in the Company (subject to such exclusions or other arrangements as
the Directors may deem necessary or expedient in relation to fractional
entitlements, or having regard to any restrictions or obligations under the laws
of, or the requirements of, or the expense or delay which may be involved in
determining the existence or extent of any restrictions or obligations under the
laws of, or the requirements of, any jurisdiction applicable to the Company, or
any recognised regulatory body or any stock exchange applicable to the
