‘World moving towards multipolar order’

Moscow, Feb 12:

Russian Foreign Minister
Sergey Lavrov sharply ecriticised
Western Governments over
what he termed their lingering
“colonial and slave-holding
superiority complex”, alleging
that this mindset of elitism is
what contimies to shape their
foreign policy, in a veiled
reference to Europe, NATO and
the US.

Delivering a wide-ranging
and combative address to the
State Duma, Lavrov argued that
their continmed attachment to
the outdated mentality has left
them umnable to contend with
the ongoing changes in global
geopolitics, as the world is
moving away from a Westemn-
ideology-centric world order, to a
more dynamic multipolar world.

Lavrov argued that international
relations are undergoing a profound
and lasting transformation, and
said that the current global shifts
are more than a temporary phase.

New Delhi, Feb 12:

India has ontlined an ambitions
and multi-sectoral agenda for
its 2026 chairship of BRICS,
signalling its intent to steer
the expanded grouping towards
greater economic resilience,
technological innovation,
sustainable development and
deeper multilateral cooperation.
New Delhi formally presented
its priorities during the first
meeting of BRICS Sherpas
and Sous Sherpas, held in the
national capital on February 9
and 10. Senior representatives
from all member and partner
countries - Brazil, Russia, China,
South Africa, Egypt, Ethiopia,
Iran, Saudi Arabia, the United
Arab Emirates and Indonesia -
participated in the discussions,
reflecting the growing geographic
and political weight of the bloc.

He called the changes “a
new stage of international
development, or maybe even a
new era’, reports TASS.

He further arguned that the
emergence of a multipolar
system is accompanied by a
struggle between former Westem
leaders and new centres of
power representing the “global
majority.” “This fight is gaining
momentum, affecting almost the
entire globe.” he said.

Highlighting the Russian
commitment to defending its
legitimate rights within this
competitive environment, he said
that a nmltipolar system would
further promote a fairer, more
open, and stable geopolitical
world order, not bound by
conventions of just one side
alone.

Attacking Europe, Lavrov
said that it had “completely
discredited itself” in Moscow’s
eyes. While noting that some
European leaders were now

At the meeting, India unveiled
its overarching theme for the
year: “Building for Resilience,
Innovation, Cooperation and
Suvstainability”. Officials from
multiple Indian ministries and
departments made detailed
presentations on proposed
initiatives under key thematic
pillars, including public health
collaboration, climate action,
renewable energy transition,
sustainable agriculture, digital
innovation, and security
cooperation with a strong focus
on counter-terrorism.

According to the Ministry
of External Affairs (MEA),
deliberations were wide-ranging
and constructive, covering both
programme-based cooperation
and the future institutional
architecture of BRICS. Members
exchanged views on strengthening

“trying to send signals,” and
improve relations, he made it
clear that Russia would not
initiate any outreach.

“If they come to their senses,
they can contact ws. We will
consider their addresses, but there
will be no hints or initiatives
from us,” he said.

In a scathing criticism of
France and Germany, he accused
Paris of relying on “terrorists and
Ukrainian militants™ to destabilise
African govermments it doesn't
like, while charging Berlin with
harbouring “revanchist fantasies;’
claiming today’s Eunropean
politicians have forgotten the
lessons of Poltava, Berezina,
Stalingrad and the Kursk Bulge.

Further turning his attention to

coordination mechanisms,
improving decision-making
processes, and enhancing the
grouping’s global influence amid
shifting geopolitical realities.

During the course of the
meeting, BRICS Sherpas and
senior officials also paid a joint
courtesy call on External Affairs
Minister S. Jaishankar, underlining
the political significance India
attaches to its leadership role
this year. Participants appreciated
India’s vision and broadly
endorsed its priorities, MEA
officials said.

The meeting comes at a
time when BRICS has rapidly
expanded beyond its original
five members - Brazil, Russia,
India, China and South Africa
- to become a far more diverse
coalition of emerging economies.
With the inclusion of Egypt,

NATO, he said the transatlantic
organisation’s attempts to expand
its influence in former Soviet
states, were a source of deep
concern for Moscow, noting that
similar patterns were beginning
to emerge in the Asia-Pacific
region.

Regarding the UN, Lavrov
opposed creating any additional
Security Council seats for the
EU, noting that this would give
Europe excessive representation.
He further slammed the UN
Secretary General, and accused
it of exceeding his authority
by promoting Western policy
positions.

Iran seeks safeguards,
says no nuke weapons

New Delhi, Feb 12:
Iran is prepared to
guarantee that it will not
pursue nuclear weapons
but wants the US to
assure that its peaceful
mclear rights are secured,
Iranian Foreign Minister
Abbas Araghchi said.
Iran had, on Febrmary
9, expressed willingness
to dilute 60 per cent of
its emriched Uranium if
sanctions imposed on it
are removed. Mohammad
Eslami, Head of the Atomic
Energy Organisation of
Iran, said Tehran may
consider diluting 60 per
cent if all sanctions were
lifted in retum, according
to Iran’s MEHR news
agency (MNA).
Iranian news agency
(IRNA) said on Wednesday

that Tehran is prepared to
offer guarantees that it
will not pursue muclear
weapons, and at the same
time, the other side also
needs to guarantee Iran's
right to peaceful muclear
technology for electricity
generation, medicine

production, agriculture,
and other uses.
Such assurances are

“doable and achievable”
if there is goodwill on
both sides, he said, and
added that Iran is fully
commnitted to a diplomatic
settlement with the US.
“There is no solution
but a diplomatic
solution” to the mmclear
issue, Araghchi said,
asserting that technology
and progress cannot
be destroyed through

bombings
threats.

“We still do not have
full trust in Americans.
We were in the middle
of negotiations last June
when they decided to
attack us. That was a
very bad experience for
us,” Araghchi told RT in
an interview.
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geopolitical competition, Lavrov,
in his concluding argnments,
arguned that Western states have
yet to accept the decline of their
dominance and warned that the
struggle between established
powers and emerging actors will
continue to intensify globally.

Ethiopia, Iran and the UAE in
2024, and Indonesia in 2025,
the bloc now represents nearly
half of the world’s population,
around 40 per cent of global
GDP, and roughly 26 per cent
of international trade.

Analysts note that India’s focus
on sustainability, energy security
and technological innovation
aligns with both its domestic
development goals and its broader
ambition to position BRICS as
a credible alternative centre of
global economic power.
