The NCDs are listed on National Stock Exchange of India and comprise four STRPPs repayable in the second, third, fourth and fifth years and have an overall yield of
8.65% per annum.

On 24 January 2017 and subsequently on 12 April 2017, India Ratings and Research Private Limited had assigned its IND AA- with a Stable Outlook rating to the ¥ 49500 lakhs NCDs of
the Company. The NCDs issued are secured by a first pari-passu charge by way of mortgage on certain immovable assets and all movable fixed assets, both present and future, of the
Company and the asset cover thereof based on agreed methodology exceeds 100% of the outstanding principal amount of the said NCDs.
