Item No. 4
Though not mandatory, this statement is provided for reference.

As per provisions of Companies Act 2013 (S-139), Statutory Auditors of the Company can be appointed only for a five-year term which
needs to be ratified annually at the Annual General Meeting. Further the Act provides that listed entities/ certain prescribed classes of
companies cannot appoint or re-appoint an audit firm for more than two consecutive terms of five years each. The said term of the Auditors
is to be calculated with retrospective effect. Further the Act also provided a three year grace period ie from 1% April, 2014 to 1% April, 2017
for effecting the change in auditors in line with the new regulation if the existing statutory auditors had already completed two terms of
five consecutive years.

The ministry has subsequently clarified that the companies should ensure compliance of the new provisions of Section 139 within a period
which shall not be later than the date of the first annual general meeting of the company held after 1 April, 2017.

M/s S. R. Batliboi & Co. LLP (Firm registration No. - 301003E/E300005). LLP, Chartered Accountants have been holding the office of
statutory auditors of Whirlpool of India Limited since 1995 and thus they have already completed two terms of five consecutive years.
The present statutory auditors hold office till the conclusion of this AGM and hence, would retire at the conclusion of the said meeting and
would not be eligible for reappointment.

Accordingly, as per the said requirements of the Act, MZSK & Associates (Firm Registration Number: 105047W), Chartered Accountants
are proposed to be appointed as auditors for a period of 5 years, commencing from the conclusion of 56 AGM till the conclusion of the
61 AGM, subject to ratification by members every year, as may be applicable.
