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NORTH KOREAN MISHAP

200 dead after mine shaft caves in at nuke-testing site
PYONGYANG: As many as 
200 North Korean labourers 
have been killed after a mine 
shaft being dug at the regime’s 
nuclear test site collapsed, 
according to Japan’s Asahi TV.

Sources in North Korea told 
the news channel that a tun-
nel being excavated by around 
100 workers at the Punggye-ri 
test site collapsed earlier this 
month.

An additional 100 labourers 
sent to rescue their colleagues 
were reportedly killed when 
the tunnel suffered a second 
collapse.

An exact date for the disas-
ter has not been provided, but 
it comes shortly after North 
Korea conducted its sixth - and 
most powerful - underground 
nuclear test at the site.

North Korea claims the 
September 3 test beneath 
Mount Mantap was of a hydro-
gen bomb, with monitors sug-
gesting the detonation was 
equivalent to an earthquake 
with a magnitude of 6.1 on the 
Richter scale.

Some analysts put the yield 
of the weapon as high as 280 
kilotons, while seismologists 
picked up signs of under-
ground collapses in the hours 
and days after the blast.

Satellite images of the 
Punngye-ri site taken imme-
diately after the test revealed 
significant damage to surface 
features, including landslips.

On October 17, a study 
published by the US-Korea 
Institute at Johns Hopkins Uni-
versity and published on the 
38 North web site suggested 
the sixth underground test at 
the site had caused “substan-
tial damage to the existing 
tunnel network under Mount 
Mantap”.

It added that there is a pos-
sibility that the site is suffering 
“Tired mountain syndrome”, 
although there were no indi-
cations that it was being aban-
doned for future nuclear tests.

Nam Jae-chol, the head 
of South Korea’s Meteorolog-
ical Administration, warned 
in testimony before parlia-

ment on Monday that further 
tests at Punggye-ri could cause 
the mountain to collapse and 
release radioactivity into the 
environment.

“Based on our analysis of 
satellite imagery, we judge that 
there is a hollow space, which 
measures about 60 metres by 
100 metres beneath Mount 
Matap”, he said. “Should 
another nuclear test take 
place, there is a possibility [of 
a collapse]”.

Chinese scientists have 
issued similar warnings, sug-
gesting that nuclear fallout 
could spread across “an entire 
hemisphere” if the mountain 
did collapse.

Meanwhile, North Korea’s 
growing threat towards the 
United States must be stopped, 
the US Chief of Staff has said. 

John Kelly, was quizzed 
about the threat of a future 
“electromagnetic pulse bomb,” 
and warned about why Kim 
Jong-un’s warnings must be 
stopped.

Speaking on Fox News, 

Laura Ingraham asked: “Con-
gressman Trent Franks talked 
about the possibilities about 
North Korea, with its Hydro-
gen Bomb capabilities, ulti-
mately being able to explode 
an EMP, over the middle of the 
country, an electromagnetic 
pulse bomb (EMP). 

“You play that out, that 
could ultimately lead to the 
death of like 90 percent of the 
country.

“Cars don’t work, comput-
ers don’t work, nothing works 
without the computer any lon-
ger. What about that? 

“That is the kind thing that 
I think would keep you up at 
night, because that is the kind 
of thing that really is terrifying.” 

The US Chief of Staff 
stepped in stating that the 
threat of North Korea devel-
oping devastating weapons 
was why Kim Jong-un must be 
stopped in his quest of develop-
ing strong nuclear capabilities.

He said: “That’s why [Kim 
Jong-un] cannot have an 
Intercontinental Ballistic Mis-

sile that can deliver a sur-
vivable nuclear device to the 
homeland.”

Experts have warned that 
an EMP attack would admit 
bursts of electromagnetic 
energy which could jam a 
countries’ power grid. 

Fears were also raised that 
such an attack could damage 
food supplies due to the impact 
of radiation.

Kelly then called for the dic-
tator of the rogue state to give 
up his dream for nuclear mis-
siles, as North Korea did not 
need the weapons.

He said: “What the Presi-
dent really hopes and we all 
men and women of goodwill 
feel this way. North Korea have 
been ramping up their threats 
towards the United States with 
its testing of nuclear weapons 
in recent months.

The most recent nuclear 
test took place on September 
3 at the Punggye-ri Test Site 
which registered as a 5.7 mag-
nitude earthquake by the South 
Korean government. � AGENCIESKim Jong-un

Producers Guild of America 
bans Harvey Weinstein
LOS ANGELES: Disgraced Hollywood producer 
Harvey Weinstein has been banned for life by the 
Producers Guild of America. The process of ter-
minating Weinstein’s membership was initiated 
by the PGA’s board of directors two weeks ago. 
The guild’s constitution had given the Hollywood 
mogul an opportunity to respond to the charges 
against him, but he chose to “resign” from his 
membership. “In light of Weinstein’s widely 
reported behaviour - with new reports continu-
ing to surface even now the Producers Guild’s 
National Board has voted unanimously to enact 
a lifetime ban on Weinstein, permanently bar-
ring him from PGA membership,” the PGA said. 
Calling it an “unprecedented step”, the guild 
said that it was “a reflection of the serious with 
which the Guild regards the reports of Wein-
stein’s decades of reprehensible conduct.”�AGENCIES

14 dead as blast rocks foreign 
embassy district in Kabul

KABUL: A suicide attacker 
riding a motorcycle blew him-
self up inside Kabul’s heavily 
fortified diplomatic zone on 
Tuesday, killing at least 14 peo-
ple and wounding 15, officials 
said.

It was the first attack tar-
geting the Afghan capital’s 
so-called “Green Zone” since 
a massive truck bomb ripped 
through the area on May 31, 
killing or wounding hundreds.

“Our initial information 
shows the suicide attacker was 
on a motorcycle. He made it 
through the first checkpoint 
but was stopped at the second 
checkpoint and detonated,” 
defence ministry spokesman 
Dawlat Waziri told AFP.

“We don’t know the target 
but it happened a few metres 
from the defence ministry’s 
foreign relations office. No 
casualties to our personnel.” 
There was no immediate claim 
of responsibility for the attack, 
which the health ministry said 
had killed at least 14 people and 
wounded 15. “I was 100 metres 
away when the explosion hap-
pened and as I ran towards the 

site I saw several people lying in 
blood—one had been hit in the 
head and was moving. It was a 
horrible scene,” an eyewitness 
told TOLOnews.

AFP reporters heard a loud 
explosion around 4:00 p.m. 
(1130 GMT) just as work-
ers would have been leaving 
their offices to go home, fol-
lowed by the sirens of emer-
gency services. Witnesses said 
they saw multiple casualties 
being carried from the scene 
of the blast and driven away in 
ambulances.

The attack struck the heart 
of the city’s diplomatic area, 
where many embassies and the 
head offices of major interna-

tional organisations are located.
The Taliban and Islamic 

State insurgents have stepped 
up their suicide attacks on 
security installations and 
mosques in recent weeks, kill-
ing or wounding hundreds.

The last major assault in 
Kabul was on October 20 when 
a suicide bomber blew himself 
up inside a Shiite mosque dur-
ing evening prayers, killing 56 
and wounding 55.

That was followed by a 
suicide attack on a busload 
of Afghan army trainees that 
killed 15. Over the weekend 
Taliban insurgents, some wear-
ing night-vision goggles, killed 
22 Afghan policemen. � AGENCIES

US captures 2nd Benghazi 
consulate attack suspect

WASHINGTON: US special 
forces have captured a sec-
ond key militant linked to the 
deadly attack on the US Con-
sulate in Benghazi in 2012 
which killed the US ambassa-
dor to Libya and three other 
American personnel.

President Donald Trump, 
who made the announcement, 
said US special forces captured 
Mustafa Al-Imam in Libya and 
said the action signified that 
the four Americans who died 
“will never be forgotten.” 

“Yesterday (Monday), on 
my orders, US forces captured 
Mustafa al- Imam in Libya,” 
Trump said in a statement on 
Monday. Al-Imam, 46, is in US 
custody in Libya, and upon his 
arrival to the US, he will be pre-
sented before a federal judge 
in Washington, said a Justice 
Department statement.

Al-Imam is the second 
Benghazi suspect to be taken 
into US custody.

His capture comes as the 
attack’s suspected master-
mind—Ahmed Abu Khatal-
lah — is currently on trial in 

Washington. “Because of this 
successful operation, Al-Imam 
will face justice in the United 
States for his alleged role in the 
September 11, 2012 attacks in 
Benghazi, which resulted in the 
deaths of Ambassador Chris-
topher Stevens, Glen Doherty, 
Sean Smith, and Tyrone Woods 
four brave Americans who 
were serving our country,” 
Trump said.

“To the families of these 
fallen heroes: I want you to 
know that your loved ones are 
not forgotten, and they will 
never be forgotten,” he said.

Trump said the US will con-
tinue to support Libyan part-
ners to ensure that Islamic State 
and other terrorist groups do 
not use Libya as a safe haven for 
attacks against US citizens or 
interests, Libyans, and others.

In a statement, Secretary of 
State Rex Tillerson welcomed 
Trump’s decision. “I am deeply 
grateful to the US military, law 
enforcement, and intelligence 
community for their efforts to 
bring to justice the perpetra-
tors,” he said. � AGENCIES

Strong earthquake 
of 6.3 magnitude 

hits eastern 
Indonesia

JAKARTA: A strong earth-
quake with a 6.3 magnitude 
struck eastern Indonesiaon 
Tuesday, causing some damage 
to buildings and sending peo-
ple running from their homes.

The quake struck at a depth 
of 32.4 kilometres (20 miles) 
and was centred 32km west of 
Hila on the island of Ambon, 
the US Geological Survey 
(USGS) reported. There were 
no immediate reports of inju-
ries and no tsunami warning 
was issued. The USGS web-
site assessed the likelihood of 
deaths or major damage as low. 
“There was damage and it is 
still being monitored,” Moc-
hammad Riyadi, an official at 
Indonesia’s meteorology and 
geophysics agency, told AFP.

The earthquake was one of 
five tremors that rattled Maluku 
province within 30 minutes, 
according to the agency. The 
others were all under magni-
tude 6. “People panicked and 
scattered out of houses and 
buildings,” said national disas-
ter mitigation agency spokes-
man.� AGENCIES

Seven Rohingyas drown as boats 
capsize trying to reach B’desh

COX’S BAZAR: At least 
four Rohingya were killed 
on Tuesday when their boat 
sank off the coast of Bangla-
desh, police said, just hours 
after three babies drowned as 
they reached shore in a sepa-
rate incident.

At least 200 Rohingya have 
drowned since late August 
making the treacherous sea 
crossing from Myanmar to 
Bangladesh.

Overall, some 600,000 
members of the Muslim 
minority have fled their 
mainly Buddhist home-
land following a wave of vio-
lence there which the United 
Nations has described as  
ethnic cleansing.

Police said the three babies 
fell into the water as their boat 
reached shore in the town of 
Teknaf on Monday evening.

“Two of the children were 
dropped from their mothers’ 
laps,” Teknaf police chief Main 

Uddin told AFP. “The children 
were aged between three and 
10 months.” 

The other four victims 
drowned when their boat sank 
in rough weather on Tuesday 
morning as it neared the Ban-
gladesh coast.

“There were at least 33 peo-

ple in the small trawler, which 
capsized after it was caught in 
high waves,” local police chief 
Abul Khair told AFP.

He said one person was 
found dead at the scene while 
six others were rushed to hos-
pital in critical condition. 
Three of them later died.

The rest were dragged 
ashore or managed to swim to 
safety, Khair added.

He said the victims were 
all Rohingya from Buthi-
daung district in Myan-
mar’s westernmost Rakhine 
state. The UN estimates that 
605,000 members of the per-
secuted minority have fled  
since August 25.

Most have crossed by land 
into Bangladesh, where ref-
ugee camps have been over-
whelmed by the sick and 
injured.

But others have made the 
dangerous voyage by sea, tak-
ing rickety fishing boats into 
the Bay of Bengal and snak-
ing up the coastline of Ban-
gladesh looking for a spot to 
make landfall.

The refugees have described 
systematic massacres, rapes 
and arson in their villages by 
Myanmar troops and ethnic  
Rakhine Buddhists.� AGENCIES

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UK steps up Brexit 
preps with thousands 

of new staff

LONDON: The British gov-
ernment said today it expects to 
have hired up to 8,000 new staff 
by next year as it steps up prep-
arations for leaving the Euro-
pean Union — with or without 
an exit agreement.

At a cabinet meeting today, 
Brexit minister David Davis 
told colleagues that “prepara-
tory work has seen a significant 
acceleration in recent months,” 
said Prime Minister Theresa 
May’s spokesman.

Departments are drawing 
up “detailed delivery plans” for 
around 300 policy areas, each 
of which “prepares the country 
for the range of negotiated out-
comes and a ‘no deal’ scenario”, 
the spokesman said.

“The plans set out detailed 
delivery timelines including, 
for example, to recruit and 
train new staff; to design and 
procure IT systems; and to 
deliver the necessary legisla-
tive and regulatory changes,” 
he said.

Prime Minister Theresa 
May’s spokesman said she was 
confident of reaching an agree-
ment on future relations with 
the bloc despite public dis-
agreements over Brexit strat-
egy. However, the government’s 
planning includes the possibil-
ity that negotiations in Brussels 
break down and Britain crashes 
out of the EU in March 2019.

The revenue and customs 
department expects to recruit 

3,000 to 5,000 additional staff 
next year, as it prepares for new 
trading arrangements once 
Britain leaves the EU’s single 
market and customs union.

Around 3,000 new posts 
have already been created 
across government to work on 
Brexit, including 300 lawyers.

“These plans are constantly 
evolving and improving, in 
order to ensure maximum day-
one readiness for Brexit,” the 
spokesman said.

The government has 
already announced it had 
committed 753 877 million 
pounds towards preparations 
for Brexit, including the estab-
lishment of two new ministries, 
and said more would be avail-
able where necessary.

The government yester-
day published a list of 58 eco-
nomic sectors for which it has 
carried out assessments of the 
impact of Brexit, but once again 
refused to publish the reports 
themselves.

In a letter to Seema Mal-
hotra, an opposition Labour 
lawmaker, the Brexit ministry 
said policy-making needed to 
take place in a “safe place to 
allow for design and delibera-
tion to be done in private”.

The sectors, which together 
cover around 88 percent of the 
British economy, run from 
advertising and agriculture to 
pharmaceuticals, retail, space 
and tourism.� AGENCIES
